broadcast over the Satellite.  If there is a “J or K”, then the course is delivered online. You will 
need to go to the registration site and go through that process to register so that you are 
populated into the course.

• If the last letter is an “I” it is either a campus only course (001) or live instruction at the 
designated centers.  IE.  The courses at the DATC in Kaysville are either designated “OG1” or 
“OGS”.  The OG1 tells you it is in Ogden and you will have a “Live Instructor”.  The OGS tells 
you it is in Ogden and that it is a satellite delivery.
